Video Contest Rules: 

1. Content.  Submissions may be any video depicting the concept of Aware to Care.  Entries should avoid youth 
involved in risky, questionable, or illegal activities.  Students will be responsible for the content of their 
production.  Ideas and theme for videos can be found at www.thsawaretocare.com or contact Mr. Collette. 

2. No Plagiarism.  Do your own work. 
3. Keep It Clean.  Do not use any profanity or vulgarity.  All scenes should be G or PG rated. 
4. No Drugs.  You cannot show drug use, tobacco or alcohol consumption, even if it is an anti-drug PSA.  Do not 

glamorize the use of drugs or alcohol in any way. 
5. No Gratuitous Violence.  No violence for violence sake (NO GUNS! Pictures or sound).  Any violence must 

be an integral part of the story.  All scenes must be G or PG rated and must follow state safe schools policies.   
6. Obey Copyright Laws.  Only 10% of your work can contain commercially produced footage.  Your video 

should be your own work.  Example:  You may use copyright-cleared, archival footage, but it can only 
comprise up to 10% of your finished project.  

7. Length of Production.  The videos must not be less than 30 seconds nor more than 1 minute in length.  Entries 
not meeting these parameters will not be admissible. 

8. Entry/Registration.   Entries must be submitted on DVD to the main office at Timpanogos High School: 
attention Freddi Johnson. Please mark your DVD with your name and contact information.    

9. Deadline. April 27, 2010.   
10. Viewing.  Videos will be shown during April/May on Channel 1.  They will also be shown between band 

performances during the Battle of the Bands. 
11. Judging.  Part of the judging process will be voting by the audience on the evening of May 7, 2010 during the 

Battle of the Bands—make sure you bring all your friends and family to vote for your video! 
12. Misc.  Failure to abide by the above listed rules will result in your entry being disqualified.
